Project-Based Learning Works

Since 1996, Manoa Heritage Center has shared its collection of endemic

and indigenous plants with students, educators and visitors from around the
world. All this time, however, MHC never had a dedicated propagation area
to conscientiously preserve these plants for future generations. Enter Po'e
Ka'ahele, the fourth and fifth grade class at Hanahau'oli School. While giving
children the responsibility of designing and building a propagation structure
might seem like a precarious undertaking, not so for these students. A leader
in progressive education, Hanahau'oli embodies “learning by doing" everyday
in their classrooms. By empowering students to learn more about their

community through collaborative, meaningful work - in this

case, filling a need at MHC - the venture is a win-win for everyone.

Six teams including Designers, Builders, Materials, Plants,
Documentarians, and Budget, kicked off the project in August
2018. Small group teams have returned to MHC as necessary,
including the Plant team that spent four hours removing and
potting existing native plants from the propagation site. MHC
Caretaker Kevin Prior drew up a cohesive design incorporating
the Design Team's work. With Kevin's help and expertise, the
Builders have their work cut out for them. Slated for completion
in Spring 2019, the project has demonstrated that this next
generation has what it takes to malama i ka honua.
